During the session, participants will learn adult, infant and child CPR and how to properly utilize an AED machine, a device designed to deliver an electric shock to the heart of a person in cardiac arrest. A test will be administered at the end of the session, and certification is granted for two years through the Red Cross. 


The session is being instructed by McGuire Group employees Sandy Markel, RN, and Maureen King, LPN, through the Ryan’s Hope Foundation. The Foundation was crated by Markel and her husband Charles after their 11-year-old son Ryan drowned in Depew school district’s swimming pool in 2002. Since that time, the Markels and a team of family members and friends have made it their priority to ensure safety through training and education.
