The data for Nursing Home Compare come from regular health inspections carried out by state agencies and from the homes themselves. Using that information, CMS assigns overall ratings of one to five stars for each nursing home. The stars pertain to how well the homes do in the health inspections, staffing levels and providing a high level of quality of care.

The McGuire Group opened its first skilled nursing facility in West Seneca in 1974. Since then, the company has expanded to provide state-of-the-art inpatient and outpatient rehabilitation services treating more than 5,000 patients per year. The company also provides secured memory care units at two locations for individuals with Alzheimer’s disease and dementia.
